For example, there are special laws
that protect teens. Go to our website at www. youngworkers.org and click
on Learn /Rights ¢ Responsibilities/ Teen Workers to make sure you know what
your rights are at work. The Factsheet has the information you will need. A
little research will ensure you are ‘on topic’.

% Develop a slogan or message, using your own words.

% Any of the ideas below can apply to how our workplaces can be kept as a
safe and healthy environment.

e Employers are responsible for providing a safe workplace and training
on how to stay safe at work.

e If you don't know how to do the job, ask for help. Make sure you know
how to do your work safely.

e Good co-workers look out for each other.

e Teen workers need to know how to recognize hazards, and should
speak up when they see something wrong.

% All submissions must be original work. For example, do not use artwork
or slogans you found on the internet that are protected by copyright, or
cartoon or video game characters such as Zelda, Bugs Bunny, Spongebob, or
Disney characters.
